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Rutgers University’s Department of Computer Science

 Policy and Procedures contract for OPENMOKO phones.
PURPOSE:

This policy allows the Rutgers University Department of Computer Science to meet University and State fiduciary responsibility requirements by providing guidelines for the use of cell phones in Computer Science classes.  This policy applies to both the enrolled students as well as all instructors involved.  The cell phones are department computing and networking resources that are loaned to students for educational purposes.
POLICY:

The Department of Computer Science will own cell phones solely for the use in individual classes.  Students will use these phones for related course assignments.  The phone will be returned at the end of the semester to the class instructor or to the CS staff in CoRE room 236.  

PROCEDURES:

One cell phone will be issued to each enrolled student in the designated course.  No fee will be collected, however, the student must sign acceptance of the terms and conditions.  During the semester the students will follow the class instructions and do the necessary assignments.  At the end of the semester, the students will return the phone to the course instructor or to the CS staff in CoRE room 236 by a specified date.  In the event that a student does not return the phone at the end of the semester then the student will be charged the cost of the phone and any additional items associated with the course (i.e. phone card) and the fee will be required and included in the term bill for the subsequent semester.


Determination of Dollar Amount – i.e. Student Fee:  The dollar amount has been

determined and based solely on the cost of the phones.  For the first three years of this arrangement (2008-2009, 2009-2010, 2010-2011) no cost depreciation will be considered – mainly because these phones are not available yet on the public market.    
Use of phone:  The phone will be used only for classroom projects as outlined 

by the course instructor.  There are multiple instructors involved in the project

so each semester there will be differences in the assignment and requirements.

Any student who uses the phone for purposes other than classroom related will 

in violation the University-wide and Computer Science acceptable use policies for computing resources and hay have his or her access to computing resources terminated, among other appropriate disciplinary actions described by the policies.
Disciplinary and possible financial costs to students:  The phones and phone cards must be returned to the instructor by the date as determined by the instructor.  Failure to do so will result in the student being charged for the instrument and phone card and the matter will be handled by the Student Accounting Office.   Should this be the necessary the student will also be responsible for all collection costs.  A hold will be placed on the student’s University records until such time as the phone is returned and/or the associated fees are paid.
Documentation and Review Requirements:  Copies of the individual student

acceptance forms will be on file in the Department of Computer Science,

Academic Offices located in CoRE 236.  They will be available

for review by any appropriate University administrative offices.  Enforcement

of the policy will involve the Student Accounting office and the term bills will
include all appropriate costs if necessary.
